JayDoc Community Clinic is a student-run free clinic, operated by University of Kansas medical students under the supervision of an attending licensed physician.  There are absolutely no charges for services provided and no one will be turned away.  Patients are seen every Saturday 10am-2pm by appointment and as walk-ins. 

Our main goal is to address the language, cultural, and financial barriers to health care access in Sedgwick County by providing primary care services and preventive education at no charge, integrated with on-site language interpretation. The clinic is open to everyone, but we hope to serve especially the indigent, uninsured, and people without access to basic health care.

You will be trained for the front desk and to take vitals.  The front desk volunteers take on no easy task.  They will check in each patient, collect their paperwork and prepare the charts in order for the patients to be seen.  The person assigned to vitals will assess vitals on patients throughout the day.  

If you are given the opportunity to volunteer at JayDoc Community Clinic, then you will be able to work at both of these positions.  You will work approximately every fourth Saturday.  It is a semester-long commitment (Jan-May & Aug-Dec).
